Those

who wish to attend will need to get prior approval from Jonathan by

Tuesday of the week you would like to attend. No one will be approved

the day of Collide unless it is for a later week. It is our goal to provide a

secure environment for the students at Rock Springs as well as an

environment built around ministry to high school students and their

unchurched or dechurched friends. Thanks you in advance for your

cooperation.
